 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 11 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 12

 (a) An individual who knowingly violates a restriction on movement imposed 15 

as a condition of leave, work release, or a home detention order or agreement under 16 

this subtitle is guilty of escape as provided in §§ 9–404 through 9–407 of the Criminal 17 

Law Article. 18 

 

 (b) An individual who knowingly violates any other condition of leave, work 19 

release, or a home detention order or agreement imposed under this subtitle is guilty 20 

of a misdemeanor and on conviction is subject to a fine not exceeding $1,000 or 21 

imprisonment not exceeding 1 year or both. 22
